The Mission of St. Elizabeth Academy is to make academic success an attainable goal for girls who have
wide range of abilities and come from diverse backgrounds. SEA serves an academically, culturally, and eco-
nomically diverse group of young women.

SEA is sponsored by the Sisters of the Most Precious Blood of O’Fallon, Missouri. SEA has served young
women in the same location since 1882.

SEA is the only private Catholic girls’ school in the City of St. Louis. SEA is accredited by North Cen-
tral/AdvancED and follows a College Preparatory Curriculum.

On average, 60% of Juniors and 85% of Seniors are enrolled in honors classes or take college credit courses
through St. Louis University & UMSL.

During the 2011-2012 school year, Honor Level classes will be available to students all four years.
10% of students are in the Individualized Curriculum Program

The college acceptance rate for SEA graduates is 100%.

St. Elizabeth creates an environment where students feel safe, secure, and, most importantly, respected!
Students are continuously given opportunities to develop self-confidence and self-respect.

Currently, 72% of the student body receives either academic or need-based financial scholarships in order to
attend SEA. 28% pay full tuition.

26% of the student population participates in the Federal Free\Reduced Lunch Program.

Members of the Class of 2011 (54 students) were awarded over $3.1 million dollarsn scholarships from col-
leges and universities.

SEA currently has students enrolled from 15 countries in addition to the United States.
Students come from 46 zip codes throughout the St. Louis Metropolitan area.

SEA has a strong fine arts department, an award winning chorus and orchestra, and two yearly theatrical pro-
ductions. The curriculum also offers a Marine Ecology class held in Florida.

In 2011, SEA volleyball and soccer teams were division champions.

The religious atmosphere, the caring community and a challenging individualized curriculum
enable students to become wadlucated, selfonfident Christian women in a global society.

In the 2010-2011 school year, it cost St. Elizabeth Acad-
emy approximately § 13,712 to educate each student. Tui-
tion, however, remained the lowest of the private Catholic
schools in the St. Louis Metropolitan area at $8550. Only
the Archdiocesan high schools charge a slightly lower tui-
tion than SEA.

In addition, during the 2010-2011 school year, 72 percent
of SEA students received some level of tuition assistance.
That means that only 28 |
percent of students were

able to afford full tuition.

Do the math and it is clear
that SEA supplements tui-
tion for every student at
SEA to some degree, even
those who do pay full tui-
tion. This is not unusual
among private schools; the
cost to educate a student

exceeds the tuition charged

even at the most expensive schools in the area. What is
unusual is St. Elizabeth Academy’s continuing commit-
ment to educating and empowering all young women re-
gardless of their ability to pay.

This year, SEA celebrates its 130th year of operation in the
same location in the city of St. Louis. And while the stu-
dent population may look somewhat different today,
SEA’s core commitments remain the same.

St. Elizabeth Academy continues to provide a quality edu-
cation for every student, individualizing instruction for the
gifted student, the student who has specialized learning
challenges and every student in between.

The emphasis on creating women of strong faith and high
moral character has not changed. Although 34 percent of
current SEA students are not Catholic, all attend weekly
chapel services and monthly Mass. Every girl participates
in Theology classes. Truly this is evangelism at its best!

Just as in the past, SEA continues to attract young women
from across the region. Last year, students came from 46
different zip codes throughout the city and county, from
Missouri and from Illinois.

Students at St. Elizabeth Academy come as they always
have from middle- and upper-class families, from white
collar and blue collar homes. But SEA students today also
come from families where parents are unemployed or dis-
abled or from immigrant families. They all share an appre-
ciation, however, for the importance of a good Catholic
education in their daughters’ lives, just as the parents of
“Lizzie Girls” always have. 100 percent of SEA seniors
are accepted to college.

Clearly, it takes the com-
mitment and support of
the entire SEA family -
alumnae, parents, past par-
ents, those who support
Catholic education - for
Lizzie’s to continue to live
its mission. That commit-
ment and support can take
the form of prayers, vol-
unteer service or financial

support. Each is so important!

There are many opportunities to volunteer at St. Elizabeth
Academy. These can include weekly tutoring sessions
with a student who needs a little extra help; serving on an
Auction, Taste of SEA or Golf Tournament committee;
helping out with filing, stuffing envelopes or other clerical
work as needed. The options are infinite! As always, your
financial support is essential as well. Support for the SEA
Capital Campaign will help update our facilities to reduce
energy costs and establish an endowment fund to provide
continuing tuition assistance to students for years to come.
The Annual Fund Appeal provides operating funds and
tuition assistance on a yearly basis. Some alumnae have
chosen to establish tuition assistance scholarships in their
names or that of a loved one or special teacher. Why not
plan to attend one of SEA’s terrific special events such as
the SEA Dinner Auction, the Taste of SEA and the annual
Golf Tournament? Planned gifts such as bequests, gift an-
nuities, insurance benefit assignments, etc. are also op-
tions.
